If there are
differences between your FAFSA information and your financial documents, we may need to send in corrections on your Student Aid
Report (SAR) and have a new SAR processed. All requested documentation must be received in SFAES by July 1 for the fall
semester, or December 1 for spring semester, or May 1 for the summer semester to ensure that financial aid funds are
available by the tuition and fee deadline for that particular semester. Failure to submit the required documentation will delay
processing of your file.

‘What you should do:

1. Collect your and your spouse’s signed copies of all 2008 federal income tax return.

2. Talk to your financial aid counselor if you have questions about completing this worksheet.
3. You and your spouse must complete and sign this worksheet.

4. Submit the completed worksheet and tax forms to SFAES.

Please submit all documents at the same time, and write your name and Student ID at the top of every document.
Documentation may be submitted in person at the SFAES counter, via U.S. mail, or at our drop box location.

UTSA must review the requested information under the financial aid program rules (34 CFR, Section 668)
