If there are differences between your FAFSA information and your financial documents,
we may need to send in corrections on your Student Aid Report (SAR) and have a new SAR processed with the correct information
before we can make any loss of income adjustments to your financial aid application. Failure to submit the required documentation
will delay processing of your file.
