STEP 2: VERIFYING ORIGINAL INFORMATION

As part of the special circumstance process, your financial aid application will first be reviewed to ensure that the original income
information submitted on your 2009/2010 FAFSA was correct. In this process, UTSA will be comparing information from your
FAFSA application with signed copies of you and your spouse’s 2008 federal tax forms. The law states we have the right to ask
you for this information before awarding federal aid. If there are differences between your application information and your financial
documents, we may need to submit corrections on your Student Aid Report (SAR) and have a new SAR processed with the correct
information before we can make any loss of income adjustments to your financial aid application. Failure to submit the required
documentation will delay processing of your file.

Required Documentation:
e  Copies of all 2008 signed income tax forms for student and spouse.

UTSA must review the requested information, under the financial aid program rules (34 CFR, Section 668)
